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PASTOR NOTES RENEW UPDATED

So what is happening with the ongoing construction? A few highlights.

®The courtyard is progressing nicely. As you might have seen, they have
poured the concrete, are installing the brickwork, and are preparing the location
for Mary’s statue. Soon the pavers will be in place and we will be returning the
memorial plaques to the wall that is located behind Mary.

eThe church and Parish Center have been power washed and painted. The
bottom “trim” of the church has been sandblasted and returned to its natural
color.

o The fence work along Emerson continues along with the courtyard.

o\WHAT HAPPENED TO THE TREES? The pine trees on the south side of the
church had to be removed as their roots threatened to undermine the church’s
foundation. The same is true for the Magnolia and Juniper trees on the south
side. The other two trees were leaning precariously and had started to die. In
time, we will be replacing the landscaping on both sides of the church as well
as the front.

oA RIVER RUNS THROUGH IT! Ever since | arrived, “old timers” have told me
about an underground river that ran through Westchester and under the parking
lot. Well, | am no geologist, but when we began excavating along Liberator
Street to prepare for the new fence, we hit water! The holes dug are partially
filled with ground water, which is causing a set back on the completion
schedule.

oRAIN! Ruins schedules.

eNevertheless, TG Construction is doing great work to keep as close to
schedule as possible. We hope to have the front doors of the Church ready for
Christmas, and the whole project completed by the end of January. Pray for
sunshine!
