PAPAL HONORS AT A SPECIAL PRAYER  SERVICE AT THE 
CATHEDRAL OF OUR LADY OF THE ANGELS AUGUST 28  

Join Archbishop José H. Gomez as he confers special honors from the Holy 
Father Pope Francis  to 15 lay men and women and four women religious of 
the Archdiocese for their exemplary  commitment and service to the Church, 
family and community. The special ceremony will be  held on Sunday, 
August 28, 2022, at 3:30 p.m. at the Cathedral of Our Lady of the Angels.  
The process to nominate faithful from across the Archdiocese of Los Angeles 
for their exemplary  service to Christ and the Church for the Papal Honors 
Pro Ecclesia et Pontifice and Benemerenti  was interrupted by the pandemic, and due 
to restrictions and the uncertainty of the then ongoing  pandemic, the formal 
ceremony to honor these faithful could not be held in 2021.   
 

Pope Francis has bestowed the Benemerenti Award to 14 lay men and women and 
three women  religious from all pastoral regions of the Archdiocese. Dating back to 
1888, the accolade is given  to those who have shown exemplary service to their 
church, family and community. One lay  woman and one woman religious will be 
honored with the Pro Ecclesia et Pontifice Award,  instituted in 1791, for their 
service to the ecclesial community.
